Treasurer’s Report for the financial year 1 May 2010 to 30 April 2011

In the year ended 30 April 2011 expenditure exceeded income by £2,176, compared with a surplus of £3,460 in the previous year.  Reserves at 30 April 2011 stood at £14,390.   

Subscriptions were £849 lower than in the previous year, but this was primarily due to the late Easter in 2011.  The summer term usually begins in April and hence subscriptions for that term are received at the end of the financial year, whereas in 2011 the summer term did not begin until May and the subscriptions for that term were not received until early in the next financial year.

Three factors led to an increase of £1,091 in rehearsal costs compared with the previous year.  There were more rehearsals; alternative venues used when Windmill Lane was unavailable were more expensive; and between January and March additional space was taken so that ladies and gentlemen could rehearse separately for part of each rehearsal.     

The deficit on the concert programme was £4,726, compared with £2,264 in 2009-10.  A deficit of some £4,000 had been forecast when the programme was decided, but ticket sales for 2 concerts fell short of expectations.  

Four concerts were presented in the course of the year –
-	“Last Night at the Proms” was held at Chequer Mead on 26 June 2010, with a soprano soloist, brass quintet and organ / piano accompaniment, and the choir of St Peter’s School.  The concert was well-supported and realised a small surplus of £391.
-	Puccini’s Messa di Gloria was performed at the Jubilee Community Centre on 6 November 2010, together with Brahms’s Song of Destiny and Dyson’s Four Songs for Sailors.  The orchestra also played Handel’s Music for the Royal Fireworks.  The size of orchestra required made this an expensive concert to present, and the level of ticket sales was a little below expectations, resulting in a deficit of £4,886.
· A Celebration of Christmas was held at the Jubilee Community Centre on 11 December 2010, with the Greenstede Federation Choir from Halsford Park and Baldwin’s Hill Schools, plus a ‘cello soloist and organ accompaniment.  The programme featured Vaughan Williams’ Fantasia on Christmas Carols, music by Buxtehude and Jenkins, and carols for choir and audience.  It was originally intended to stage this concert at Sackville School, but it was moved to the JCC to accommodate the East Grinstead Community Play at Sackville.  A contribution of £250 was received to cover the additional venue costs, and the concert came close to break even.
-	On 9 April 2011 the Spring into Easter concert in St Mary’s Church featured Pergolesi’s Stabat Mater for high voices, six anthems by various composers from the 16th, 17th and early 18th centuries for men’s voices, Williamson’s Procession of Palms, Mozart’s Missa Brevis K259 and Duruflé’s Ubi Caritas.  With a string quartet and no soloists this was a low-budget concert, but disappointing ticket sales resulted in a deficit of £655.        

Some 60 members and guests enjoyed a three-day weekend tour in June 2010, during which evensong was sung in Hereford Cathedral, a concert was given in Ross-on-Wye and a lunch-time recital was given in Hoarwithy Chapelry.  A surplus of £569 was realised.

The choir also sang at Mass in St Mary’s Church on the evening of Ascension Day, and staged a “Pop out and Sing” event in Lingfield, East Grinstead and Forest Row as part of Making Music’s 75th anniversary celebration.

Social activities during the year included a Christmas meal (at cost) and a quiz night which raised £219.  A number of members also took part in the Lingfield Fun Run.

We are very grateful to all those who have supported the Society’s activities during the year, including the Titsey and District Rotary Christmas Draw and the Lingfield Fun Run.

Whilst it was disappointing to incur a deficit for the year, the Society was nonetheless able to provide an enjoyable programme for both singers and audiences, and still has adequate reserves  to plan its diamond jubilee year from a sound financial position.  
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
